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Abstract :

This seminar briefly reviews the movement of the sexual violence in Korea. It will focus on
advocacy strategies that the movement has employed.

The main contents are as below,
(1) empowerment strategy of survivor beyond counselling support
(2) research and campaign strategy toward the cultural change of sexuality
(3) participation strategy of volunteers and fund-raising
(4) monitoring, lobbying, and policy suggestions strategy to the government
(5) enlarge networking strategy to human rights and civil movements
(6) strategic use of media.

Furthermore this seminar examines briefly the outcomes and challenges of the anti sexual violence
movement.
